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Urgent Call to Action

The Catholic Women’s League of Cana-
da has an urgent call to action for the
members of St. Augustine’s Parish
regarding the new legislation related to
Medical Assistance in Dying (MAID) --
Euthanasia -- where mental health is the
only underlying cause for the request for
assisted suicide, which is slated to come
into effect on March 17, 2024. Federal
Justice Minister Arif Virani recently said
that he is open to discussions about
further delaying this legislation and will consult with Members of Parlia-
ment (MPs) and senators. This means we have an opportunity to make our
voices heard and defend the vulnerable members of our society! If this
legislation is delayed again, apparently there is a good chance that this
extension of MAID to mental illness alone will not happen at all.
