Fifth  Sunday of  Lent  

The seed must die 

The first reading talks 
about a new covenant 
between God and his 
people. This new cove-
nant was brought about 
through the death of 
Jesus: ‘This cup is the 
new covenant in my 
blood’. 

 

In the Gospel Jesus 
talks about his immi-
nent death. It shows 

the very real disquiet with which he approached it. But it also stress-
es that what was to take place was within the purposes of God. Jesus 
uses the example of a grain of wheat dying in order to yield a harvest, 
thereby suggesting that his own death will bear much fruit. 
 

John has no account of the agony in the garden in his Gospel. The 
nearest he gets to it is when he reports Jesus as saying, ‘My soul is 
troubled.’ And in the words, ‘Should I ask the Father to save me from 
this hour?’ we catch an unmistakable echo of his prayer in Gethsema-
ne. 

 

We catch a similar echo in the second reading: ‘He learned to obey 
through suffering.’ This reading also stresses the fruitfulness of Je-
sus’ death: he became the source of eternal life for all who obey him.
